The establishment of the Humanitarian Fund for the Palestinians In Gaza 2023 is intended for 

the collection of monetary donations only from the people and residents of Brunei Darussalam, 

to alleviate the sufferings and burden endured by the affected people of the Palestinians in Ga-

za, as a result of the ongoing attack since 7th October 2023. The victims of Israeli attacks and 

the number of Palestinians casualties and injuries have increased resulting in the need for dire 

assistance.
